1836 First enduring college of the Disciples of Christ is
established in Georgetown, Kentucky. Today it is Tran-
sylvania University in Lexington, Kentucky.

June 12, 1838 Iowa becomes a territory; Robert Lucas appointed gover-
nor.
January, 1846 Polk County is established and named for President

James K. Polk.

December 28, 1846 Iowa is admitted to the Union.

1856 Disciples churches in [owa decide to sponsor a Christian
college.

January 20, 1857 Disciples incorporate Oskaloosa College and begin plans

for a new campus.
February 16, 1857 Fort Des Moines formally becomes City of Des Moines.

September, 1861 George and William Carpenter, Disciples ministers, move
to Oskaloosa to take charge of the new college. They begin
a primary school. The following year a preparatory school
is added. In 1863 the school becomes a college and
George T. Carpenter is named president in 1864.

1865 Iowa population reaches approximately 250,000.

1867 Construction of the first building is completed on the
Oskaloosa College campus.

January 25, 1879 George A. Jewett, benefactor of Oskaloosa College, sug-
gests the College be moved to Des Moines as financial pres-
sures mount.

1880-1889

The American National Red Cross is founded by Clara Barton. President Garfield is
shot and dies two months later. Vice President Chester A. Arthur assumes the
presidency. Jesse James is killed by a member of his own gang in St. Joseph, Mis-
souri. Buffalo Bill Cody launches his **Wild West’’ show in Omaha, Nebraska. Mark
Twain’s The Adventures of Huckleberry Finnis published. Grover Cleveland is
elected the first Democratic president in nearly 25 years. The Statue of Liberty, a gift
from France, arrives in New York City. The Interstate Commerce Act, the first
Federal measure regulating big business, is passed by Congress. Benjamin Harrison
is elected president.

1880 Population of Des Moines reaches 22,408.
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Des Moines became the state capital in 1857.

Professors Bottenfield, Macy and Shepperd resign from
Oskaloosa College where they are refused salaries of more
than $300 a year. Their plight focuses the school’s financial
Crisis.

General Francis Marion Drake gives $20,000 to move
Oskaloosa College and stimulates the decision to name the
new school Drake University.

George Carpenter reputedly climbs an elm to survey the
countryside northwest of Des Moines. Legend credits this
act with the selection of the site for Drake University.

University Land Company is organized.
Articles of Incorporation are filed for Drake University.
First meeting of the Board of Trustees of Drake University.

Students’ Home is hastily built. It houses the University
for the next two years.

First registration includes 77 students. George Carpenter
begins the University’s initial year as president.

George Thomas Carpenter is named first chancellor of
Drake University — the chief executive’s title would not
again be president until 1902-03.

Iowa Eclectic Medical College affiliates with Drake.

First commencement is held at Drake University. The first
graduate is named James E. Denton, who received the
B.D. degree. By the close of the first year, enrollment
reaches 270.

First Drake campus publication, the Drake Index, is issued
under faculty guidance.

University Place becomes an incorporated town.

Initial permanent Drake building, now called Old Main, is
dedicated. Its value is placed at $32,000.

Splitting into two schools, lowa Medical College (Eclectic)
agrees to operate as part of Drake University. King Eclec-
tic Medical College becomes independent. The contract
with Iowa Medical College is terminated on March 15,
1887, when the College of Physicians and Surgeons af-
filiates with the University.

Drake Delphic, a literary magazine, is published. It
becomes the student newspaper in 1903.

A nationwide
financial panic prefaces a world-wide depression. The Olympic games are revived af-
ter 1,500 years. The X-ray is discovered by Wilhelm Roentgen. William McKinley
becomes president. Radium is discovered by the Curies. The sinking of the battleship
Maine leads to the Spanish-American War. Hawaii is annexed. China experi-

ences the Boxer Rebellion. '

Drake annexes Callanan College for Women located at 12th
Street and Pleasant Avenue. It is the forerunner of Drake’s
College of Education. Other colleges that date their origin
to 1888 are the Bible College (later the Divinity School) and
the Musical College (to become the College of Fine Arts).
The Literary and Art Department changes its name to the
College of Letters and Science.

Municipal electric service reaches University Place.

Cornerstone is laid for University Place Christian Chapel at
25th and University Avenue.

Barton Aylesworth becomes president under Chancellor
Carpenter.

Population of Des Moines is 50,093. Boundaries of the city : o . i

are expanded to include 55.1 square miles or 35,264 acres. E dune 16, 1892.

Science Hall, renamed Sage Hall in 1913, is essentially
completed. This building is razed in 1949.

Chancellor Carpenter dies. Barton O. Aylesworth is recog-
nized as Drake’s second chief executive. He assumes the

chancellor’s duties, but keeps the title of president.

Drake organizes its athletic program and enters intercol-
legiate competition. Awarding of the **D’” soon follows.

Blue and white are informally selected as school colors.
They are officially recognized in 1897.

Physical education classes begin at Drake; women are as-
sessed a fee of $1 and men a fee of $1.50 per term.

Students’ Home, together with two lots south of University
Avenue, are sold for $2,000.

City services become available to the residents of Univer-
sity Place. Sewers are extended onto the campus grounds.

Francis Marion Drake is inaugurated governor of lowa.
Drake enrollment passes the 1,000 mark.

Margaret Fuller Club is established. Recognized today as
Mortar Board, it is the oldest, independent campus
organization.

President Aylesworth resigns.

William Bayard Craig is named chancellor, the first after a
four-year vacancy in the office.

Senior class of the College of Letters and Science dedicates
a large boulder to the memory of Chancellor Carpenter. It
is placed at the foot of Chancellor’s Elm.

The Spanish-American War turns America from isolationism and establishes the
nation as a world power. William McKinley is re-elected president and is assas-
sinated six months after his inauguration. Vice President Theodore Roosevelt as-
sumes the presidency. Orville Wright becomes the first man to fly a heavier-than-air
machine. Henry Ford organizes the Ford Motor Company. President Roosevelt is
re-elected. The Russian revolution is crushed by Czar Nicholas II. Earthquake and
fire destroy much of San Francisco. President Roosevelt becomes the first
American to win a Nobel Prize. William Howard Taft is elected president. Admiral
Robert E. Peary leads the first expedition to reach the North Pole.

Auditorium is completed on the north side of Old Main.
The second floor becomes the home of the commercial
department. The present entrance is also added to Old
Main.

Des Moines College of Dental Surgery affiliates with
Drake.

Firstissue of The Quax, which becomes the campus an-
nual, is published.

Position of dean of women is created. Mary Carpenter,
daughter of the late chancellor, is the first appointee.

Iowa College of Law consolidates with the University.

School of Oratory, once the College of Oratory, is discon-
tinued.

Chancellor Craig resigns but the Trustees reject his action.
He is granted a leave of absence in hopes that he would
reconsider.

Hill McClelland Bell is named president and acting chan-
cellor of Drake University. The title of chancellor now pas-
ses into disuse and the title of president becomes the desig-
nation for Drake’s chief executive.

Iowa College of Physicians and Surgeons (Drake Medical
College) relinquishes its equipment and income to the
University. Faculty appointments are now made by Drake.
The College of Pharmacy accepts closer administrative ties
to the University.

Cornerstone for the building to house the Conservatory of
Music is laid. Completed by fall, it is named Howard Hall
in 1905.

Drake Delphic becomes a newspaper and The Drake, an
abortive literary magazine, is published until April, 1906.

General Francis Marion Drake dies at his home in Center-
ville, lowa. His recorded gifts to the University are
estimated at more than $232,000.

Medical Building is dedicated at 405 Center Street.

Tuition is $54 per year: $19 for the fall quarter, $18 for the
winter and $17 for the spring. Elementary school is opened
by Drake to facilitate practice teaching. The school is
closed in 1907 when student teaching is moved to the Des
Moines public schools.

Dedication of Drake’s first stadium — called Haskins Field
in honor of the donor, Norman Haskins, and his late son.

Cole Hall, campus home of the Drake Law College and
named for its dean, is dedicated.

President Bell is appointed a trustee of the Carnegie Foun-
dation for the Advancement of Teaching.

Office of the registrar is created.

Cornerstone is laid for Memorial Hall which will house the
Bible College.

Des Moines College of Dentistry is discontinued. Board of
Trustees renews prohibition of fraternities and sororities.
By 1910 they would be allowed as social clubs only if no
Greek letter names used, no initiations held and no
separate houses used.

Ground is broken for Carnegie Library. It is dedicated on
June 16, 1908.

Central heating plant is built at the University to provide
steam heat for five buildings. It is razed in 1979.

Drake University Board of Trustees certifies that no
denominational tests are applied in the selection of
Trustees, employees or students and that no sectarian cur-
riculum is taught. Drake becomes an independent univer-
sity.

School of Education, formerly the Normal College, is
renamed the College of Education. After three years, it
would become the School of Education within the College
of Liberal Arts.

Drake joins the Missouri Valley Conference. John L. Grif-
fith is the football coach and his pets later stimulate the
team nickname **Bulldogs.”’

Keokuk Medical College merges with the College of
Physicians and Surgeons at Drake. With the Medical Col-
lege comes the Keokuk College of Dentistry which moves
into the quarters vacated by the Des Moines College of
Dentistry in 1906.

Conservatory of Music becomes the College of Fine Arts.



1910-1919

New Mexico and Arizona join the Union as the 47th and 48th states. The Titanic
sinks on her maiden voyage losing more than 1,500 lives. Woodrow Wilson is elected
28th president. Income taxation is created by the 16th amendment. World War I
begins in Europe. The Panama Canal opens to traffic and President Wilson is re-
elected for a second term. The United States enters World War 1. The League of
Nations is created without America. Prohibition is established by the 18th amend-

ment.

Drake is accredited by the North Central Association of
Secondary Schools and Colleges.

American Medical Association reduces the Drake Medical
College to second rank due to lack of hospital service. As a
result, the Medical and Dental Colleges are discontinued in

School of Education again becomes a separate school and
returns to the designation of College of Education.

Department of Commerce and Finance created in College
of Liberal Arts.

Drake responds to World War I by replacing women’s
physical education with Red Cross classes and inaugurating
a men’s training program under the auspices of the lowa
National Guard.

President Bell resigns and is named president emeritus.
Arthur Holmes assumes the presidency of Drake Univer-
sity. He is the fifth president — including those called
chancellor.

Department of Physical Education is established.

Separate School of Commerce, Finance and Journalism is
organized.

Early University Avenue streetcar.

1920-1929

Women win the right to vote in national elections through the 19th amendment. War-
ren G. Harding is elected president. Mussolini rises to power in Italy. All native-born
American Indians are made United States citizens by act of Congress. Calvin
Coolidge becomes president when Harding dies and is re-elected to a full term. John
T. Scopes is found guilty of teaching evolution in the famous Tennessee ‘*Monkey
Trial.”” The first sound motion picture, **The Jazz Singer,’’ starring Al Jolson, opens
in New York City. Charles A. Lindbergh makes the first solo flight across the Atlan-
tic. Babe Ruth hits a record 60 home runs. Herbert Hoover is elected president, the
only Iowan to occupy the White House. The stock market crash on October 29, 1929,
begins the Great American Depression.

1920 Des Moines passes 100,000 population. Drake enrollment
exceeds 2,000.

February, 1920 Craig House, a mini-dormitory and social center for women

at 27th and University, opens with Mary Carpenter Craig

running the facility.

February 18, 1920 Board of Trustees permits campus fraternities and

sororities to affiliate with national organizations.

June, 1920 Des Moines Alumnae Association is organized — largely to
promote a women'’s dormitory.
1921 City of Des Moines gives the Drake Municipal Observatory

to the University in recognition of the interest and service
of Professor Daniel Morehouse. It houses the telescope
originally presented to Drake in 1894 by F. M. Drake.

Board of Trustees grants President Holmes a year’s leave
and he steps down as president.

Daniel Morehouse is made acting president of the Univer-
sity.

Gamma Chapter of Phi Beta Kappa is installed on the
Drake campus. The College of Law is renamed the Drake
Law School. The School of Commerce, Finance and Jour-
nalism becomes the College of Commerce and Finance.

Department of Home Economics in the College of
Education — dating from 1906 — is discontinued.

Daniel Walter Morehouse is inaugurated as the sixth
president of Drake University.

First annual Tradition Day attempts to renew school spirit.

Drake Alma Mater Hymn is published — written by Emma
J. Scott and Clifford Bloom.

Present Drake stadium opens with seating for 18,000.

Department of Journalism is created in the College of
Liberal Arts replacing the earlier one within the College of
Commerce, Finance and Journalism. University Christian
Church builds religious education building.

Drake Fieldhouse is dedicated and the campus branch of
the Des Moines Public Library is removed from Carnegie
Library.

Board of Trustees agrees to take over Des Moines Univer-
sity. Subsequent protests question agreement and merger
idea is dropped.

Graduate Council and Graduate Division are established.

Drake endowment passes $1,000,000.

““The Star Spangled Banner’’ is officially adopted as the national anthem. Charles
Lindbergh, Jr., is kidnapped and found dead. Franklin D. Roosevelt is elected
president. When he is inaugurated, almost one-third of the nation’s labor force is

unemployed. Adolph Hitler becomes chancellor of Germany. Prohibition is repealed
and the Social Security Act becomes law. President Roosevelt is re-elected. The Ger-

man dirigible ‘‘Hindenburg’’ explodes on landing in New Jersey. Amelia Earhart
vanishes on around-the-world flight. Radio production of H.G. Wells’ **War of the

Worlds,’” narrated by Orson Welles, panics thousands of listeners who believe an in-
vasion from Mars is underway. Pan American Airways introduces regular passenger

service to Europe.

Carl Weeks gives his residence, Salisbury House, to the
University for use as a College of Fine Arts.

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1935 Drake Bulldogs win the Missouri Valley basketball title.
They win again in 1936 and 1937.

1937 Drake-Des Moines Symphony is formed at Drake by
Professor Frank Noyes.

May, 1937 Ground is broken for Cowles Library. It opens the fol-
lowing year.

Fall, 1937 Carillon is given to the University and University Christian

Church. Itis installed at the church.

September, 1939 Des Moines College of Pharmacy becomes part of the
University.

1940-1949

President Roosevelt becomes the first three-term president in the nation’s history.
Japan attacks Pearl Harbor and the United States enters World War I by declaring
war on Japan. War with Germany and Italy is declared three days later. Rationing of
food, gasoline and essential materials begins. The first nuclear chain reaction is
created at the University of Chicago. Franklin Roosevelt, in his fourth presidential
campaign, defeats Thomas Dewey. After Roosevelt’s death, Vice President Harry S.
Truman assumes the presidency. Three months after Germany surrenders, the
atomic bomb is dropped on Hiroshima and Nagasaki ending World War I1. The Voice
of America begins broadcasting to Iron Curtain countries. Truman returns to the
White House as an elected president. The North Atlantic Treaty Organization
(NATO) s established and the United Nations Charter is ratified by the Senate.

1940 Population of Des Moines totals 159,819.
January, 1940 Weekly campus assemblies are discontinued.
Spring, 1940 Men’s dormitory — to be named Jewett Residence Hall and

Student Union —opens. The union is called The Kennel.
Skip Day is restricted to once a year.

June, 1940 Enrollment for 1940-41 totals 2,765. It drops to 1,689 by the
1943-44 school year.
January 21, 1941 President Morehouse dies followed in February by

Edward C. Lytton, University business manager, and Pro-
fessor Jesse C. Caldwell, former dean of the Bible College.
These rapid and unexpected deaths shock the campus.

September, 1941 Des Moines College of Law is purchased by the University
and night law classes resume.

October 17, 1941 Henry Gadd Harmon is inaugurated as the seventh
president of Drake University.

Women's Auxiliary Army Corps moves on campus. They
leave for Fort Des Moines in December, 1943.

Army Air Corps Training Crew comes to Drake. They
move off campus in June, 1944,

$10 million expansion campaign is begun; $2 million is
raised the first year. The University president moves to a
new residence at 227 Thirty-Seventh Street. Bulldogs cap-
ture the NCAA cross-country crown — winning again in
1945 and 1946.

Campus expands from 10.5 acres to 34.3 acres.
““Temporary’’ war surplus buildings are acquired to accom-
modate the postwar enrollment boom. They are named
New York, Minnesota, Illinois, lowa, Missouri, and In-
diana Halls.

Trailer camp opens to house flood of married veterans and
this substantial village — which would reach 178 units at its
height — lasts until the summer of 1954.

Community College is formed. It will later become Univer-
sity College. A new wing for the Women’s Dormitory is

completed which doubles its capacity.

Bible College becomes a graduate school. Its name is
changed to the Divinity School in 1953.

Drake purchases the Home for the Aged.
First Bulldog Tales production.

Bible College is granted Associate membership in the
American Association of Theological Schools.

Enrollment for year totals 5,906.

Recognition of the Commerce College by the American As-
sociation of Collegiate Schools of Business means every
college in the University is accredited by its own ac-
crediting agency.

Enrollment for year totals 6,552.

Drake acquires full ownership of the Drake Stadium and
Fieldhouse.

Harvey Ingham Hall of Science and Fitch Hall of Pharmacy
are completed — the design of Eliel and Eero Saarinen.

Drake faculty and staff number 410.

The great **Brink’s’’ robbery in Boston nets $2,775,395. United States troops enter
the Korean War. Ethel and Julius Rosenberg are given the death sentence after being
convicted of conspiring to steal atomic secrets. The Atomic Energy Commission is
authorized to produce the H-bomb. Dwight D. Eisenhower is elected president. The
Korean conflict ends and Josef Stalin dies. The Supreme Court declares racial
segregation in public schools unconstitutional. Senator Joseph McCarthy is censured
by the United States Senate. President Eisenhower is re-elected and signs the first
civil rights bill in 87 years. Soviet Sputnik I becomes the first man-made, orbiting
satellite. The first atomic power plant in the nation goes on-line. National
Aeronautics and Space Administration (NASA) is established and Alaska and Hawaii
join the Union. Fidel Castro overthrows the government of Cuba. Soviet Premier
Nikita Khrushcheyv visits [owa.

Population of Des Moines totals 177,965. College of Com-
merce and Finance is renamed the College of Business Ad-
ministration.

Enrollment for 1949-50 year at Drake is 7,170.

Reserve Officers Training Corps is established on campus.
Residence hall campaign passes $1,100,000.

Drake teams win three first places at the Drake Relays.

Drake withdraws from the Missouri Valley Conference
because of Johnny Bright incident. It will re-enter the Val-
ley for other sports but conference football is not played
until 1972.

Bible College is renamed the Divinity School.

Three residence halls are opened in new complex at 30th
Street and Forest Avenue. Dining Hall begins service after
semester break.

Drake sells Salisbury House to the Iowa State Education
Association for $200,000.

Special committee of the Board of Trustees names the
three new residence halls: Carpenter Hall, Crawford Hall
and Stalnaker Hall.

Eero Saarinen receives the First Honor Award of the
American Institute of Architects for his design of the Drake
dormitory and dining hall complex.

Medbury Hall is completed for the Divinity School. Itis
dedicated May 23-24, 1955. -

Hard-surfaced tennis courts are built at the west end of
campus.



November 8, 1955 Oreon E. Scott Chapel is dedicated.

1956 Minnesota Hall, north of Carnegie Library, is remodeled
into a faculty club.

July 20, 1956 Carol Morris, junior in education, is named Miss Universe.

Fall, 1957 Drake Bulldog is christened **Spike’” at Homecoming. Last
residence hall in quadrangle is completed and houses 200
male students. It is named Herriott Hall in May, 1958. Two
wings are added to Jewett Residence Hall.

May 31, 1958 Residence hall cafeteria is named Hubbell Dining Hall.

1960-1969

John F. Kennedy is elected president in the closest election since 1884. Alan B.
Shepard becomes the first American astronaut to fly in space. The ‘‘Bay of Pigs’’ in-
vasion of Cuba fails and Marilyn Monroe dies of an overdose of drugs. The Berlin
Wall is built by East Germany.
