Tag Cloud: Display a visual representation of all the tags in your wiki. The more a
tag has been used, the more emphasis it gets in the cloud — 5o tags that you use a
Iot will be bigger and bolder than less-used tags.

Top Contributors: Display a list of the users who make the most edits to your wiki,
‘along with their user icons.
